Issuing Yellow and red cards
For those not at the Society Meeting last Thursday, the issuing of and subsequent effect of issuing yellow cards was discussed.
If a player is issued with two yellow cards for either two technical offences or a technical offence and a foul play offence, sending off is sufficient penalty. In other words the Disciplinary Team will not be in a position to issue further sanctions.
If the two yellow cards are both for foul play the Disciplinary Team will ban the player for one week, provided that an appeal against one or both yellow cards is not upheld.
In both set of circumstances the referee should submit a red card report as the information is recorded on GMS.
The directive comes from RFU Regulation 19.
The advice is that in all circumstances the referee should make it clear that the player is being sent off. The showing of a red card may help that understanding.
